


Participant Spotlight: Jaden Farnham

Jaden Farnham, 6, of Owego, is a member of STAT’s
Equine-Assisted Therapy program. In 2008, Jaden
was diagnosed with a form of Autism.

During May of 2009, Jaden’s grandfather, Bob
Farnham, decided
to enroll him in
STAT. For seven
weeks Jaden
observed horses
and riders at
Fargnoli Farms.
On the eighth
week, he was
paired with a
horse named Elvis
and took his first
ride. “Jaden was
so overwhelmed
all he did was
scream,” Bob
said. However, the
third time around
the arena, Jaden
settled down and
seemed to tolerate riding Elvis. After his first riding
session was over, Jaden couldn’t stop talking about
his experience.

Since his first riding session Jaden has been making
constant progress and improvements. Bob believes
the improvement that has most affected Jaden’s life
has to do with confidence. “His level of confidence

has soared,” Bob said, “Jaden is in control of the
horse. He communicates to Elvis what to do and
where to go. When Jaden does this he feels as if he is
on top of the world and can do anything.”

Not only has
Jaden’s con-
fidence level
improved but also
his speech and
motor skills have
become more
refined. This is
due to several
activities that he
completes while
on horseback.
One audio
response activity
is where Jaden
throws balls
through a
hula-hoop while
sitting on Elvis.
“Equine-Assisted
Therapy is like Speech Therapy, Occupational Thera-
py, and Physical Therapy all-in-one,” Bob said.

Jaden is not the only person who benefits from
STAT’s program. His grandfather, Bob, also benefits.
“Everyone who attends sessions at Fargnoli Farms is
like family. It’s like having a support group,”

Bob said.
